· IMD shall completely adhere to the rules and requirements as prescribed in the Carbon Standard (CS) to complete the details of the specific Section/Sub-sections and further completely adhering to the rules, requirements and procedures as prescribed in Methodology Approval Procedure (MAP) for approval and listing of Methodology/Tool with the registry.
· IMD is shall provide information as per the instructions provided in the template. However, this does not represent an exhaustive list of information and IMD may provide additional information wherever necessary. 
· Ensure that use of ‘shall’, ‘should’ and ‘may’ is consistent with the use of these as in other documents of the registry.
